DEMOGRAPHY
Population

It was estimated that there were 122,900 residents aged 0 to 24 in Cardiff in
2009, representing 36.6% of the total population. Since 2001, when they
accounted for 35.6% of the total population, the number of people aged 0O to
24 in Cardiff has increased by 11.2%. In comparison the total population
increased by 8.4%.

Ethnicity

Between 2001 and 2007 the proportion of Cardiff’'s population aged 0 to 15
that are non-white decreased from 13.1% to 12.5%. However, there had been
a slight increase since 2004 when this figure stood at 12.3%.

None of the non-white ethnic origins saw an expansion in numbers between
2001 and 2007, although the Asian Other and Other Ethnic Group categories
increased their percentage shares.
